 and a clean, long, delicately dry finish 
 

07 louis bouillot perle d’lvoire blanc de blanc burgundy fr  14 
Pale coloured at first, this wine takes on gold glints and complexity with maturing.  
Supple and full-bodied, fresh and vivacious. 

n.v. pol roger champagne fr 28  
 the pinot noir contributes body, depth of character and life extending tannins, pinot  

 meuniere adds youthful freshness, vigour and plump fruit character while chard gives 
 lightness, elegance and firmness 

 

10 morse code chardonnay padthway sa 8  
 characters of preserved lemon, melon and hints of toasted spice, combined with cashew  
 nut barrel ferment character. a crisp clean and long finish 
 

10  omrah unoaked chardonnay langhorne creek sa 8.5 
 Pale straw with subtle green hues.  The wine has a peachy nose with a twist of lemon. 
 A lovely rich smoth palate of mouth filling flavours with a crisp clean finish. 
 

09 yering station estate chardonnay yarra valley vic 11 
 aromas of citrus and subtle cashews notes with soft minerality and great freshness.   

 good texture and roundness on the middle palate with linear acidity and wonderful length 
 

11 mr riggs ‘ein riese’ reisling adelaide hills sa 10 
(sweet) Light straw-green; one of those wines that are irresistible (as long as you are not  
averse to sugar), the palate is crammed with luscious sweet lime fruit, natural acidity just 
enough to provide balance 

 

11 jim barry watervale riesling clare valley sa 10  
 aromas that jump out are ginger, spicy preserved lemon and fresh lime. the palate is  

 tight, aromatic and textural with a spine of natural grape acidity and a zesty clean finish 
 

11 redbank long paddock sauvignon blanc various  vic 8 

 lifted aromas of passionfruit rind, nougat and custard apple, with underlying grassy notes  

 of nettle and fresh green herbs.  this round viscosity lingers onto a grapefruit pith finish 
 

10  twin island sauvignon blanc marlborough nz 11  
 typical marlborough sauvignon aromas of passionfruit and melon.  the palate is fresh and 
 full of vigour.  the aromas are balanced by a lime acidity to a long lingering finish 

 

10 domain christian salmon a.o.c  sauvignon blanc sancerre fr 18  
 being typically a romantic wine, it opens up with air, taking on more fruity nuances of 

 ripe pear.  a balanced structure, it finishes with a distinct feeling of elegance & harmony 
 
 

11 leeuwin estate classic dry white mt barker  wa 8  
 aromatics of cantaloupe, tropical fruit and ripe melon.  The palate opens up to a fineness  
 and softness of tropical fruit, subtle fing and vibrant lime on the finish. Long and lingering 
 

10 jim barry silly mid on sem sav blanc clare valley sa 11  
 aromas of tropical fruit with passionfruit and lycee at the forefront.  the palate is full of  

 delicious juicy tropical fruit flavours with depth, length and acid balance 
 

10 mt langi billi billi pinot grigio mt langi ghirin vic 9  
 densely texture, the wine shows varietal palate weight. pear and lychee fruit characters  
 dominate the mid palate, and fine acid builds length and structure 
 
 

11 bremerton verdelho langhorne creek sa 10  
 subtle pear flavours with a touch of lemon and lime to give the wine a mid-palate 
 complexity 
 

11 domaine chandon pinot gris yarra valley vic 11 
 hallmark aroma’s of yarra valley with pear, fig, apple blossom and a touch of spice.  The palate 
 is rich and long, with ripe fruits enhanced by macadamia nuts, warm toast and soft cheese.  

10 yalumba viognier eden valley sa 11 
 an alluring mix of honeysuckle and candied ginger on the nose with a lovely pineapple

 shows intense flavours of lively red fruit, married with attractive nutty oak. the palate  

 opens with bright cherry and raspberry fruits melding with oak and cedar.  
 

09 yalumba ‘the cigar’ cabernet sauvignon coonawarra sa 13 
 baby menzies, with an aroma that fills the senses with floral notes of violets and lavender. 

 fresh, red fruits sweep the palate followed by melted chocolate textures of the soft tannins. 
 

10 vasse felix cabernet merlot margaret river wa 11  
 aromas of blackcurrent, redcurrant and raspberry fruit mingle with dried vine leaf and  
 subdued herbal notes.  chalky mid to late palate tannins that are firm.  lingering flavours

08 norfolk rise merlot mt benson sa 8  
 fragrant violets, sweet cherries dominant the nose, with the cherry and plums coming 

 through on the palate.  finishes with good length and very soft tannins

 the palate is long, with spicy fine soft tannins. fruit is dark & ripe with well  
 integrated french oak to give good structure & length

   deep ruby crimson colour, with aromas of black forest cake, black cherries andchocolate  
   with hints of cinnamon spice.  the palate leads to a savoury finish withfine tannins.

 rich mocha and vanillian oak are integrated into a bright berry fruit aroma.  delicate 
 tannins make the wine easily approachable, with flavours of cherries, black currents.

 orange zest, lemon blossom ant thick raisiny scents transcend into luscious, sweet stone 
 fruit and ripe apple flavours.  lingering finish, nourished by characteristic cool climate 
 mineral acid. 
 

nv seppeltsfield grand tokay rutherglen sa 8 
 lifted nose displays an array of honey, rich toffee and tealeaf aromas. the palate has great 
 intensity with a depth of luscious sweet tealeaf, caramel and tokay fruit flavours. 
 

99 peter lehmann king port barossa sa 7 
 (bottle aged)deep garnet in colour, the nose has enticing hints of dark cherry and marzipan.  
 whilstrichly mouth-filling it has a taut structure and finishes remarkably dry.  
 

nv valdinspino yellow label sherry jerez spain 7 
 served chilled to show the intense mahogany in colour. raisin, figs and very elegant on the  
 nose. complex, rich and velvety taste. full of dried fruit flavours. 
 

nv seppeltsfield grand muskat rutherglen sa 8 
 the nose is rich and expressive with raisined fruit, rose petal and floral aromatics combining  
 seamlessly, with delicate spirit and integrated small oak complexity. raisined fruit, caramel  
 and spicy, plum pudding flavours combine before a long, lingering finish. 
 

nv penfolds grandfather tawny port adelaide sa 15 
the nose is extremely complex and fragrant possessing an array of nutty, vanillin, aged 
characters.  the palate effortlessly is lusciously rich and full flavoured.  intense raisoned
